Certification or Certificate?
• Certification: 

– Assesses competency in a specialty
– Measured against legally defensible set of standards
– Has on‐going requirements (LME, CME)
– Usually listed under ‘certifications’

 
on resume

– Not voluntary in many cases (RN, CPA)

• Certificate:
– Results from an educational process, not standards
– Voluntary
– Open to newcomers and experienced professionals
– Indicates completion of a series of courses with a specific focus
– Usually listed on someone’s resume under ‘education’
